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Cliffoney N.S. School Improvement Plan in local studies in History and Gepgraphy 
Summary of main strengths as identified in S.S.E. in SELF ESTEEM IN PUPILS 
· 49 children said they know one or more names from local mountains. 
· 19 children said they know the names of one or more local rivers.
· 50 children know the names of their local beaches. 
· Parents report that their children know the names of all their local beaches (100% of the responses)
· Parents report that the majority of their children know the names of two or more local mountains (74% of responses)
· Children are passionate about their local area and the local community (based on a focus group meeting dated 26th of September)
Summary of areas of main areas requiring improvement: 
· Some children do not know what local means.

· 40 children said they don’t know what SESE means. 

· There needs to be an enriched knowledge of local stories and legends. 63% of parents say their child does not have knowledge of local history in Cliffoney or surrounding areas.  

· Parents report that their children have limited knowledge of rivers and streams that are local to Cliffoney (17%)
Improvement targets: 

· Update History and Geography plan to include local studies. 

· Pick two topics we could focus on in history and geography suitable for the Junior/Middle and Senior room. 

· Draw on the expertise of local historians and people who are knowledgeable in local Geography to compile lesson plans for each class band. (Martina 

       Bulter-Geography/Joe Mc Gowan –History/Mary Barry and Caroline Divine –

       Classiebawn) 

· Remind children what SESE is. 

· Topics we will incorporate into our local studies as part of history and Geography are: Our Village in the past/Examining old school photographs/The history of Classiebawn. (spiral in nature)
· Information on local Geography examining the local flora and fauna by Bunduff river. 
Required actions to help achieve these targets: 
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· Brainstorm and compile resources needed for teacher topics outlined

· Invite experts to come to the school to give us a cpd on local rivers and streams as well as background knowledge of the history of the village and the history of classiebawn

· Take children on a village walk/trip to Classiebawn and to a local river/stream 
Timeframe for actions to be achieved: It is hoped that all actions will be achieved by 

December 2023.
